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Purpose of the policy
This policy outlines the arrangements for students who have left King Edward VI Aston School and wish to resit their examinations. It establishes that, in most cases, former students must use an external exam centre for resitting their exams. Only in highly exceptional circumstances, and at the sole discretion of the school, candidates may be considered for permission to return to sit their examinations at the school.
Resit Arrangements
Students who wish to resit examinations must ordinarily do so at an external exam centre. King Edward VI Aston School will not act as an exam centre for former students unless they can demonstrate exceptional extenuating circumstances that severely impacted their ability to sit their original Year 13 examinations, subject to the school’s strict discretion.
Former students who believe they meet the criteria for exceptional circumstances must submit a formal request to the school, providing relevant details and supporting evidence.

The school will consider requests for resitting examinations on-site only in cases where significant extenuating circumstances affected the student's ability to complete their exams. These may include, but are not limited to:
· Severe medical conditions that impacted examination performance.
· Bereavement or other significant personal hardship during the examination period.
· Other substantial and documented mitigating factors.
Each request will be considered on a case-by-case basis. The school reserves the right to decline any request if the circumstances do not meet the criteria outlined above.
Application Process
Students who wish to request permission to resit their exams at the school must:

2. Provide a detailed explanation of their circumstances.
3. Submit supporting documentation where applicable.
4. Await a response from the school, which will confirm whether their request has been approved or declined.
Requests must be submitted by 31st January each year to allow for appropriate consideration and planning.
Additional Information
· The school will not fund any resit examinations. All associated costs must be covered by the candidate.
· If a request is approved, students must comply with all examination regulations and procedures set out by the school and the relevant awarding bodies.
· The school’s decision regarding eligibility to resit on-site is final.
· Candidates are responsible for ensuring they meet all entry deadlines and requirements if resitting an examination.
